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2022 Leasing
Arrangements Survey Summary

Collection Process

The Post Rock Extension
District conducted a Leas-
ing Arrangements Survey
in the counties of Jewell, Lin-
coln, Mitchell, Osborne, and
Smith counties. This was
done December 2022.

Each county was randomly
mailed/emailed 40-75 surveys
to landowners/tenants in
each of the county town-
ships.

The online surveys were
also conducted in Jewell, Lin-
coln, Mitchell, Osborne and
Smith counties and were
summarized with the overall
report.

The surveys were then com-
piled and summarized in indi-
vidualized county reports.

Content of Fact Sheet

The fact sheet contains summarized survey data
from each of the county leasing surveys. The sum-
marized data includes compiling each of the aver-
ages, from each of the five counties, along with
providing averages for the entire district.

The different components of the survey included
arrangements for dryland cropland crop share and
cash rent leases, pasture, crop residue, and recrea-
tional hunting.

The summarized data includes averages for the
entire Post Rock Extension District along with

individual counties.
